Even though she no longer home schools her kids, they graduated
several years ago, Mrs. Freeman is active as a co-administrator for the
school.

And when she isnOt living he
busy life, she finds time to pursue her lifelong dream of becoming a ballerina.

About two years after Tower was created, the Raber family joined.
Ann Raber, who is now the other co-administrator of Tower Christian, had
always wanted to home school her children. When her children were in 5"
and 1% grade, her husband, Michael Raber, finally decided that home
schooling was their calling.

Many families have joined Tower over the past 16 years, and Mrs.
Freeman estimates that over 250 families have come through its doors. Mrs.
Raber admits that the growing number of families in Tower is the biggest
change she has seen.

Of the many things that these two women hope to see in Tower®
future, both wish that more people would take leadership opportunities.
Insurance for the students, becoming a satellite school, and office space are
some other big ideas. But for Mrs. Raber, seeing the newspaper being
written by kids is a dream already being fulfilled.
