_————  Writing Tips //

Literacy is one of the greatest artistic gifts God has given to mankind. We can tell our feelings, relate
magnificent tales, or contact one another all on paper, using just a little ink or pencil. I'll cut to the point.
*Laughs* I'm practically throwing advice and some of my ‘secrets’ out there for your benefit. Many of us like to
write stories, have to do school reports, or, like those who are on staff, write articles. But sometimes we look at
the outcome, beginning to end, and find a lack of strength. We're simply not pleased with our work. (No, as
humans we’re not perfect, but we can achieve a lot with our writing. Look at Tolkien (with parental consent).) |
can relate to all of this.

‘Remedy #1’ is simple: revising; all 1 have to do is prod myself and I'm everywhere at once! (€ THat'’s a figure of
speech.) Just go through it and put in some more adjectives and adverbs, also using a wider variety of words than
your normal day-to-day vocabulary, and throw in a few well-known terms.

‘Remedy #2’ is merely music. Find a song that relates to the moods or themes of your work and pay close
attention, while at the same time letting your imagination run free. You'll find new ways to express yourself, not
directly from the lyrics, but from the broader sense of the situation. (For me, | found Superchick’s ‘Stand in the
Rain’ and Bread of Stone’s ‘Broken Vessels’ very helpful for solemn moments.)

This key also unlocks the secrets to getting a scene back on its feet when you're writing a book. I prefer listening
to a soundtrack for this type of circumstance (The ‘Narnia’ soundtracks, ‘Bridge to Terabithia’, ect.). Imagine
your sequence while listening to the fitting music and the answer typically follows. Sometimes the outcome’s
best when letting your thoughts take over. Even when the music stops, keep going! You might find more than a
subplot, too. As an example, say that your character is running from the ‘bad guy’ and you don’t know how he or
she will escape... or will meet his due end. For this, I might listen to the music from ‘Prince Caspian’, where
Caspian flees from his Miraz’s grasp. With the music cues, | can see where the situation changes. Sounds almost
too simple, huh?

And if God has made creative writing, along with being highly ingenious, one of your special skills, then maybe
you don’t need this advice; or you might still find these suggestions helpful and find your current project far
superior than your previous works! They work for me. Hey, if you (e)mail, I might have more up my sleeve!

Hey Tower Teens!

Chelsea here with a sweet review on what | consider to be the best movie of this summer! I’m sure you’ve seen the
commercials. It’s called...... “The Dark Knight”!

I have been holding my breath for this one since | saw (and drooled over) “Batman Begins” two or three years ago. As it
came closer to releasing, there was TONS of media hype about it. Especially considering that this was one of the late Heath
Ledger’s last films. However, every article and review that | read declared this movie to be significantly darker and more
disturbing than “Batman Begins”. | was really worried that | was not going to be able to justify going to see the evil and
troubling movie that | was hearing described in multiple venues

| prayed that God would give me wisdom concerning whether to see it or not. When | was invited by a friend to go see it, |
checked out my favorite media-reviewing website, pluggedinonline.com, and holding my breath, read the review carefully
and decided to check it out figuring | could walk out if | needed to. Let me tell you, once that movie started, walking out was
the last thing on my mind!

For those of you who are unfamiliar with the plot, let me start my ravings with a brief plot synopsis.

“The Dark Knight” picks up a few years after “Batman Begins” ended. Actor Christian Bale reprises his role as Bruce
Wayne, Gotham City’s multi-millionaire celebrity by day, incredible crime fighter Batman by night. As the movie starts, we
learn that Batman has become hugely successful at ridding the city of its web of thugs, drug dealers, and corrupt authorities,
helping along Gotham’s law enforcement, which includes longtime close friend Rachel Dawes, and “white knight” District
Attorney Harvey Dent. Things are beginning to look up for the citizens of Gotham, until one of the escaped inmates of the
infamous Arkham Asylum resurfaces with a twisted sense of humor and a penchant for the theatrical. Known only as the
“Joker”, this supervillain is motivated not by revenge, money, or power, but by his own love of chaos and evil. This severely
reduces his weaknesses, making him that much harder to figure out, and so defeat. While Batman struggles to figure out
what makes the Joker tick, Bruce fights his own battles over his conflicting emotions concerning Rachel and her new
boyfriend Harvey. Both conflicts are resolved in totally unpredictable ways.  The cinematography of this movie is
brilliant. Writer Christopher Nolan delivers an intricate plot with clever dialogue, which adds so much to the characters.
The casting is spot-on, with returning actors such as Christian Bale, Michael Caine, and Gary Oldman, as well as newcomers
Aaron Eckhart as Harvey Dent, and of course Heath Ledger as the Joker. The only element of the acting that | did not like
was the replacement of Katie Holmes with Maggie Gyllenhaal in the role of Rachel Dawes. The movie’s special effects
were amazing! There were awesome car chases, flawless shots of Batman flying through the air, and remarkable large-scale
explosions. When you add a great soundtrack to the mix, it makes for a movie of dazzling quality! The film also takes
on some surprisingly tough, deeper issues.

Now for a word of warning. While I loved this movie a lot and plan to see it many times in the future, it is definitely not for
everyone. While there is very little or no inappropriate content, it is considerably darker than the first one. There were parts
that, while brilliantly done, made me cringe and make a face. It is very violent and intense. It’s rated PG-13 for violence and
disturbing images, and some think that it should have been rated R. | recommend this movie to no one younger than a
mature 15-year-old. If you are not sure that you want to risk it and want to know more, check out Focus on the Family’s
pluggedinonline.com.
