Add butter
and stir then pour onto a buttered baking sheet. Wh en the
mixture is cool enough to handle, butter your hands, and
stretch and pull candy until it is a light brown color.

--2 cinnamon sticks --1 lemon peel
--6 whole cloves --1 orange peel

--6 whole allspice berries
Directions

Pour the cider into a large saucepan and place over medium heat. Plact
the cinnamon, cloves, allspice berries, orange peel and lemon peel in the
center of a clean square of cheesecloth. Fold up the edges of the cloth
and tie it with string. Drop the bundle in the cider and heat for 5 to 1C
minutes, until the cider is steaming but not boiling. Remove the cider fron
the stove, discard spice bundle, and ladle cider into mugs, adding a fresh

stick of cinnamon to each serving.
