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C. S. Lewis

I recall having a chill sent up my spine the very first time I had Jadis,
Queen of Charn, in my hands, making her initial attempts to take
England. This was my first time reading The Chronicles of

Narnia…and I’m still hooked! Now I’ve only seen how good of an
author Lewis really is through some of his adult fiction.

As a child, Lewis had a fascination in anthropomorphic animals,
swayed by the stories from the talented Beatrix Potter, author and
illustrator of the Peter Rabbit books. He and his brother Warren
created a world inhabited by such animals, a world named Boxen.

From a young age, Lewis had the nickname ‘Jack’. This derived from
the death of his dog, Jacksie, at the age of four. Even many people
nowadays call him Jack, including his stepson, Douglas Gresham,
rarely using Lewis’s real name.

Despite what most of us think, Clive Staples Lewis was more than an
author, and not even a native Englander; he was an Irish academic,
medievalist, literary critic, essayist, an editor, and some call him a
Christian apologist, born in Belfast, Ireland, November 29th, 1898.
From age 15 to 33, Lewis considered himself an atheist. His best
friend, J.R.R. Tolkien, a Catholic author, is one of the many friends
that influenced him before his return to Christianity (Tolkien was
slightly disappointed when Lewis did not join the Catholic Church
after his conversation).

Clive himself had a rough life. At a young age, his mother died from
cancer. His father, tainted by his grief, packed Clive and his older
brother up and sent them to a boarding school, Wynyard School. (This
is likely where he got his conception for the ‘mixed school’ the main
characters of The Silver Chair start out.) Due to a lack of pupils, the
Wynyard had been shut down; not long after, the headmaster was
committed to an insane asylum.

During his interrupted college years, he fought in World War I.
Eventually, Lewis was sent to a hospital before taken back home; a
bomb exploded not far from his foxhole in combat, shrapnel
permanently thrust into his shoulder. No one ever expected him to
fully recover.

I highly doubt that his life had no influence on his works. Even
Tolkien seems to be in the guise of the main character in his Space
Trilogy. He even appears as himself in the last two books. Hardships,
like his own, are spread throughout his works. I planned to make a list
of his works, but the list takes over a page long! But his most well
known books are probably Mere Christianity, Screwtape Letters, The
Space Trilogy, and The Chronicles of Narnia. These are only four of
the fifty-two works of art he has accomplished, counting the series as
one work and those two he edited. Not many authors can boast of so
much… and Lewis had more than just writing as a career.

Not many years after the death of his wife, Joy Davidman Gresham
Lewis (an American writer), Lewis was diagnosed with kidney
inflammation, resulting in blood poisoning. Though his health
gradually improved in 1962, two years after Joy’s death, Lewis’s
health broke down in July, in the year 1963. He suffered a heart attack
the second day in the hospital and lapsed into coma, unexpectedly
recovering only the next day. He returned to the Kilns, his earthly
home for many years. But on the 22nd of November, he collapsed in
his room, alone, dying in only a few minutes, going home forever on
the day of JFK’s assassination. Exactly one week later would have
been Jack’s 65th birthday.
