A Day (or Two) in the Life of a Cycling Fan

We had a really big event come to
Clovis this past month. The Tour of
California is a major world class cycling
event and it was great that it came to
Clovis for the first time ever. Hopefully
everyone got a taste of what makes
cycling such a great sport for fans. |t's
a wery visual sport with lots of bright
colors, lots of opportunity to meet the
stars, and it's a sport that most
evervone can “play” themselves

On a typical day, the buses and team cars arrive first thing in the morning. They
set up shop where they work on the bikes, and they set up their warm up areas.

In Clovis | got to stand right on the
barriers to see the riders FLY by me at the finish (on the field at the end zone),
just flashes of bright colors. My dad stood on the last climb into Clovis and
cheered just three feet away (at the 50 yard line) from the breakaway leaders
and then just a fool away from Levi Leipheimer (the overall leader) and the
chasing peloton (the main field of riders). Two days later we were literally on the
finish line (right at home plate) to see the riders finish their individual time trial
runs (the race against the clock). In the TV coverage I'm a blue blur for the finish
in Clovis, and my sister and my dad's hat are barely visible at the finish in
Solvang.

The Tour was really big this year, mainly because of the return of Lance
Armstrong. Bul hopefully a lot of those new fans will stay with the sport because
of its beauty, and to be fans of a lot of other great cyclists. While we may not be
big fans of Lance the cyclist, my dad has not taken off his Livestrong wristband
in more than four years since my mom gol her diagnosis and had her surgery.
