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Literature Abuse

SOCIAL COSTS OF LITERARY ABUSE
Abusers become withdrawn, uninterested in society or normal

relationships. They fantasize, creating alternative worlds to

occupy, to the neglect of friends and family. In severe cases

they develop bad posture from reading in awkward positions

or carrying heavy book bags. In the worst instances, they

become cranky reference librarians in small towns.
